The four (4) ABRA All Around Categories are:

Senior Horse—Junior Horse—Amateur——Youth 

A Grand Champion, Reserve Champion & Honorable Mention will be awarded in each class and category.

In case of a tie, two (2) awards will be offered.

Points are accumulated only at WIS-ILL BDGP sponsored shows**

** To qualify for Year-End Awards, the following rules apply **

GENERAL RULES
1. Both owner & exhibitor of the nominated horse must be paid members, in good standing, of ABRA & WIS~ILL BDGP. 
To be eligible for Year-End Awards, owner of horse  must attend three (3) WIS~ILL meeting & three (3) WIS~ILL shows between 
January 1st and December 31st of the current year.
2. A copy of the horse’s ABRA registration papers, Coggins papers and the owner & exhibitor’s ABRA cards & WIS~ILL BDGP
       membership MUST accompany each nomination application and will not be accepted without required papers!!!
3. WIS~ILL BDGP recommends that all nomination applications with required paperwork & fee(s) be submitted prior to the first show 
to avoid confusion concerning points earned. The Point Secretary will record & tally points earned by nominated horses only.
4. Nomination applications with necessary papers & fee(s) will be accepted at the Show Office the day of a show; however, the 
application MUST be in the Show Office prior to the start of the show to have any points earned that day count toward Year-End 

Award. Applications submitted after the show starts will not accrue points for that day, but will accrue points at all following shows.   

5. Stallions over one (1) year of age can only be shown by an exhibitor that is nineteen (19) yrs of age or older.
6. ABRA Open nomination is on the horse only. Any points earned by the horse will count even if there is more than one (1) exhibitor. 
Only points earned in ABRA Open Classes will count toward ABRA Open Categories, if nominated for an ABRA Open Category. 
ABRA Open Classes are any ABRA classes other than ABRA Amateur & ABRA Youth Classes. 
7. A horse that is sold during the show season will continue to earn points in ABRA Open Classes and/or Category if the new owner 
is a paid member of ABRA & WIS~ILL. The points in each owner’s name will count toward year-end awards. 
8. NOMINATING PERSON ( owner or exhibitor ) MUST WORK A TOTAL OF FOUR (4) HOURS AT LEAST ONE(1) 2010 WIS-ILL BDGP 

OPEN & BUCKSKIN SHOW.  HOURS MAY BE WORKED BY NOMINATING PERSON OR DESIGNATED PERSON ON HIS/HER BEHALF.  SHOW SECRETARY WILL KEEP A LOG OF HOURS FOR EACH PERSON AND SHOW.
Amateur and Youth Rules

1. Amateur & Youth Exhibitors must abide by the General Rules above, INCLUDING RULE 8. They must be paid members in good standing with ABRA &  WIS~ILL BDGP and have a current ABRA Amateur or Youth card.  A copy of the Amateur or Youth card must be submitted with the Year-End Award Nomination Application. They also must attend three (3) meetings & three (3) shows between Jan1st  & Dec 31st 

2. ABRA Amateur and Youth nomination is on the horse/exhibitor combination. Amateur & Youth exhibitors will accumulate points on 
       a one (1) Amateur/Youth to one (1) horse basis for all Amateur or Youth Class and Category nominations. Only points earned in 
Amateur or Youth Classes~only will count toward Amateur/ Youth Categories ~ even ALL AROUND ~ NO ABRA OPEN CLASSES                          WILL COUNT FOR POINTS, if nominated for these categories. 

3. Amateur or Youth Exhibitors do not have to own the horse they exhibit, but the horse must be owned by a member of their immediate 
       family or legal guardian for Youth, as per ABRA rules. The owner of the horse must also be a paid member, in good standing, with 
       ABRA & WIS~ILL.   
4.  A Youth Exhibitor must be 18 years of age or younger as of January 1st of the current year. 
5. A Youth Exhibitor can not exhibit a stallion over one (1) year of age.
